Many parishes and entire 
eparchies organized smaller and larger events to commemorate 
the new Marian feast proposed by the Synod of Bishops of the 
Ukrainian Catholic Church and formally promulgated by His Be-
atitude Sviatoslav on 11 December 2017.

Basic Guidelines for Reception of Holy Com-

munion: You are a member of the Catholic 

Church; You have participated in the Sacra-

ment of Confession at least during the Easter 

or Christmas seasons this past year if not more 

frequently; You attend Divine Services regular-

ly; Your lifestyle is consistent with the teach-

ings of the Catholic Church; You have kept the 

Liturgical fast—no food at least one hour prior to the Divine Liturgy (water and medicine does 

not break the fast). You have been in church from the beginning of the service, or at least 

heard the Gospel.

SingCon is organized by the Patriarchal Liturgical Com-

mission of the UGCC, and sponsored by the Eparchy of Stamford: this yearôs location is St. 

Basilôs Ukrainian Catholic Seminary, historically a center of musical training for Eastern Cath-

olics in North America.
