Epistle: A reading from the Letter of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Gala-
tians.

Brothers and Sisters! I assure you, the gospel I proclaimed to you is no 
mere human invention. I did not receive it from any man, nor was I 
schooled in it. It came by revelation from Jesus Christ. You have heard, 
I know, the story of my former way of life in Judaism. You know that I 
went to extremes in persecuting the Church of God and tried to destroy 
it; I made progress in Jewish observance far beyond most of my con-
temporaries, in my excess of zeal to live out all the traditions of my an-
cestors. But the time came when he who had set me apart before I was 
born and called me by his favor chose to reveal his Son to me, that I 
might spread among the Gentiles the good tidings concerning him. Im-
mediately, without seeking human advisers or even going to Jerusalem 
to see those who were apostles before me, I went off to Arabia; later I 
returned to Damascus. Three years after that I went up to Jerusalem to 
get to know Cephas, with whom I stayed fifteen days. I did not meet 
any other apostles except James, the brother of the Lord.

My dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ. Please read and reflect on TodayΩs Gospel Lesson, especially if you 
canΩt attend Divine Liturgy due to Covid-19. The Gospel story is above in the bulletin   

Three times in the gospel records we see our Lord raising someone from the dead: Jarius' daughter, Lazarus 
and widow of Nain's son.  

As you read this story, you see Jesus coming into the city and the widow and her son leaving the city. Both are 
traveling with large groups. Two processionals are on course for a collision.  

The first procession was led by pale horse of death the other by the Lord of life who is master over death. One 
is on the way to the grave - the other on the way to glory. One is led by the king of terror - the other by the 
Prince of Peace.  

I want to look at these processionals.  THE PROCESSION OF THE MOTHER A PROCESSION OF MISERY. Death is 
inevitable. Heb. 9:27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment. Death is impar-
tial. No respecter of persons. The old must die, the young may die! This is a young man. Death is often unex-
pected. How death takes us by surprise. We have the idea that we are invincible. The first grave ever dug was 
not for an old man, but for a young man.  

We also come face to face with distress. Many of you know how this woman must have felt. This is not her 
first trip to the cemetery. She has followed another coffin down this road. When her husband died, all she had 
left was this boy. He was her future provider. He was her future protection. He was her life.  

THEN WE NOTICE THE SECOND PROCESSION. THIS IS THE PROCESSION OF THE MASTER.  This widow woman 
was heading out of the city while Jesus was heading in.  

What a coincidence! Notice or Lord's reaction. Isn't it great to know that we have a God who knows what we 
are experiencing. Jesus is not just sitting on his throne in glory relaxing. We see we have a God whose heart 
can be touched. He had compassion -- Compassion is love in action. Compassion is feeling someone else's 
hurt. He extended his hand to her son. Jesus stopped this funeral procession in its tracks. That's why Jesus 
came back -- to defeat death. He speaks to the Mother. He speaks to those carrying the body. He speaks to 
the dead. "Young man, I say unto thee Arise!"  

I SAID THERE WERE TWO PROCESSIONS, BUT THERE WAS A THIRD PROCESSION -- A PROCESSION OF VICTORY. 
Sat up, Spoke up. What do you think he was saying?  

- Mother, tell those mourners to go somewhere else. - Tell those grave diggers to go fill up that grave. - Tell 
that funeral director to refund your money. Then we can see both that boy and his mother talking to Jesus. 
Expressing their thankfulness and love. 

I want to ask you a question: Have you experienced the second birth? Have you thanked the Lord for that?  

Today's Gospel is a story about each of us. Each of us often has to experience our own inability to ful-
fill our hopes, we are often disappointed, we often do not have anyone close to help us in our difficulties.  

Therefore, at a moment when nobody is near, when there is no other hope on earth, let's turn our eyes to 
Him who knows us. He knows when we get up and sit down, when we go in and out, for He is He who knows 
everything especially solution from our misfortune. In Him the Lord God extends His hand to us. He is our Sav-
