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ñGod showed me that I am homeò -Bishop-Elect Michael Smolinski, CSsR 
For 68 years, the Saskatoon Eparchy, which is part of the Metropolia of Winnipeg, has be-
come a space of deep spiritual and cultural life for the faithful of the Ukrainian Greek Cath-
olic Church in Canada. Soon it will receive a new eparchial bishop, Fr. Michael Smolinski, 
C.Ss.R., whose episcopal consecration and installation will take place on January 19-
21, 2024 in Saskatoon. 

Born to Morris and Iris Smolinski in Canada, the future Bishop of the Eparchy of Saska-
toon, Fr. Michael was spiritually raised and educated in the Ukrainian Redemptorist com-
munity at Saints Peter and Paul Parish in Saskatoon. To his family and friends, he is Mi-
chael, who loves to play curling, host guests at home, and read a lot. For the faithful, Fr. 
Michael is a true spiritual father who has always dreamed of serving God and people and 
never aspired to become a bishop. It is interesting that he hardly speaks Ukrainian, but he 
claims that he loves Ukraine and its music, the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church and its 
traditions too much. The bishop-nominee spoke about his background, vocation to the 
priesthood and unexpected appointment as a bishop in an interview. 

Family background and connection to Ukraine Fr. Michael: My hometown is Saskatoon, 
in the province of Saskatchewan in Canada. I was born and raised here. My parentsô names are Morris and Iris, but 
in Ukrainian their names sound fondly like Myroslav and Orysia. They come from small provincial towns. Once, 
when they were young, they came to Saskatoon, met here, got married, and started a family. By the way, they met 
in a youth group at the Ukrainian Catholic Parish of Saints Peter and Paul, which belongs to the Redemptorists. 
This is the place where I was baptized, grew up, and began serving the Church. It is a community that has had a 
huge impact on my life. 

Although most of my grandparents were born in Canada, it is very important for our family to remain Ukrainian in 
our hearts. This connection is really very strong. I have been to Ukraine several times and felt that our church is a 
church for Ukrainians. Of course, it also welcomes everyone in different parts of the world, including Canada. 
People marry Ukrainians, come and join our Church and fall in love with it. It is incredible! 

Now in Saskatoon, I live in a Ukrainian Catholic residential complex, and my mother is not far away. Itôs a great 
blessing to live next to her. Sheôs 83 years old, but sheôs still full of energy. My father died in 2019, just before the 
COVID-19 pandemic. I must admit that we as a family are still feeling this great loss, even though 4 years have 
passed since his death. Dad died very suddenly, before his 80th birthday. 

I am happy to have an older brother and sister. My brother is the oldest. He lives with his family in Moose Jaw, 
Saskatchewan. My sister lives in Saskatoon. 

ñI love our church too muchéI wouldnôt want to be anywhere elseò I have been a priest for 20 years now, and 
this is a great gift from God. I confess that I donôt really know when I felt the call to the priesthood, but I do re-
member that I felt the call to life in the community of the Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer (C.Ss.R.). 

While studying at university, I was very fascinated by the fact that Redemptorists here in North America were 
involved in various charitable projects. I learned about who the Redemptorists are, about their charism, about their 
mission in the Church ï to preach the Gospel to the poor and the most abandoned. It really attracted me, and I felt 
that I wanted to be a part of it. 

So I think my vocation was more to be a Redemptorist than a priest. I could have been happy as a brother or dea-
con, but I became a priest. I have known this community all my life, but it was only at university, when I became 
more mature, that I began to really study what kind of community it was and its activities. 

Now I realize that I love our church too much, I love our traditions, our music, and our way of worshipping God. I 
would not want to be anywhere else. For the last year, as a provincial superior of the Redemptorist Congregation 
in Canada, I had a lot of contact with Latin rite Catholicism, and my prayer life was a combination of Latin and 
Ukrainian traditions. I missed our Church very much, the celebration of all the feasts and fasts in our way. It was a 
great blessing for me to return home to Saskatoon and serve in our Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church on a full-
time basis. 

Why did God call you to serve as a bishop? It is difficult to answer. However, I think He is showing me that I 
am at home, in the right place, and I know what to do and how to serve the faithful here in the Ukrainian Catholic 
community. Perhaps God chose me to be here, at home, to meet the immediate needs of the faithful and to work 
for the future.

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Publican and Pharisee Sunday - January 21st 

The parable of the Publican and the sinner would have shocked many people 
in the first century who heard it. 

For one it made a comparison between a Pharisee ï a strict religious follow-
er of the Law of Moses and someone who was universally hated and des-
pised by all the Jewish people of that day, namely a ñPublicanò or tax collec-
tor for the Roman Empire. In fact a Publican was the lowest of the low, 
worse than a sinner in many respects because he was also a traitor to his own 
people. 

Both went to the temple to ñprayò, Jesus said but only one walked away 
ñjustified.ò And it was not the person who people might suspect. 

In fact it was the opposite. 

It was not the person who studied the Law of Moses and fasted twice a week or gave tithes to the synagogue. 
Instead it was the one who came before God under no pretext or allusion of who he actually was ï a ñsinner.ò 
The publican even admitted as much in his prayer to God when he cried out ñGod be merciful to me a sinner.ò 

Many people, especially those who attend church today refuse to call themselves sinners in the first place, or 
come to God as they are. Like the Pharisees they are righteous in their own eyes. They also trust in what they do 
to become saved. 

Many trust in the fact that they go to church on a regular basis or belong to a certain denomination and gives 
tithes or whatever, just like the Pharisee did. In this respect there is no real difference between those types of  
people in the church and the Pharisee in the parable. 

For me the parable stands as the only real example in the Bible of how it is we can become ñjustifiedò or saved 
before God. 

So we are all clear on the subject ñjustificationò is the declaring of a person to be just or righteous before God. 

It is a legal terms which signifies ñacquittalò, a fact that makes it unpalatable to many in our day, especially 
among those in the church. 

The fundamental question in all religion is, ñHow can sinful people be just (i.e., be justified) before a Holy 
God?ò Justification is therefore a legal term with a meaning like ñacquittal.ò In religion it points to the process 
whereby a person is declared to be right before God. 

To become justified according to Jesus one has to come before God  under no pretext or allusion of who or what 
he or she really is ï a dirty rotten sinner. 

Christians today refuse to do that in many cases instead relying on their own righteousness or what they did to 
become saved. 

Many tell me they are saved because they accepted Jesus into their heart or that they have become baptized by 
water and/or are a member of a certain church or denomination. Which is no guarantee of salvation. The fact is 
we canôt get ourselves saved. 

Like the religious Pharisee they believe themselves to be righteous before God, because of what they did when 
in reality that may not be the case at all. 

So we have to go before God as we are, a sinner. The second thing we have to do is beg God ï we have to really 
beg Him. The very idea of begging like that is repugnant to many people. 

No one wants to beg God to have mercy on them and forgive us of our sins, after all they are already saved or 
justified before God right? Better hold on now? In reality the only thing we can trust in is the fact that we are 
sinners. After all we donôt know if we are saved or not. But many people refuse to believe that ï so like the 
Pharisee they are justified in their own eyes. 

This parable seeks to blow that concept that we are justified or saved by what we do ï out of the water. It is, in 
my opinion the one true path to salvation and justification that the Bible offers. Sadly many people do not real-
ize that.

Russiaôs Aggression Against Ukraine Is the Greatest War of Modern Humanity Since World War 
II: Head of the UGCC in the 100th week of the war 

It is already the 100th week of the great brutal war that the Russian occupier has brought to the peaceful Ukraini-
an land. Not many in the world today realize that this is the most extensive armed conflict in the world since 
World War II ð the largest in terms of the number of military forces involved on both sides, the number of vic-
tims, the intensity of hostilities, and the length of the front line. The Father and Head of the UGCC, His Beatitude 
Sviatoslav, emphasized this in a video message on the 100th week of the full-scale war. 
The Primate said that this week, Ukraine suffered the heaviest missile attacks on January 8 and 13. 
He also noted that the leaders of the Christian Churches and organizations of Ukraine, including the UGCC, have 
issued a separate appeal to the world in which they emphasized that Russiaôs war against Ukraine has an explicit 
ideological background, the inspiration of which is, to our shame, the Christian Church ð the Russian Orthodox 
Church (Moscow Patriarchate). 
ñWe, the authors of the letter,ò added the Head of the UGCC, ñcondemned the ideology of the óRusskiy mirô, 
which today undermines the credibility of Christian witness in the world, because Christians kill Christians, and 
one of the Churches generates modern genocidal ideology. It undermines the confidence of modern people in the 
Gospel of Christ and is a challenge for all Christians, regardless of denomination.ò 
His Beatitude Sviatoslav stated that more than 600 churches and religious buildings in Ukraine had been de-
stroyed during the war. He, therefore, called on the world to unanimously condemn Russiaôs war crimes against 
the civilian population of Ukraine, along with the genocidal, murderous ideology that generates and justifies these 
atrocities. 
ñWe want the world to hear about the tragedy of the largest war of modern humanity since the end of World War 
II, that Ukraine stands, Ukraine fights, Ukraine prays!ò the Head of the UGCC emphasized. 
In his address, the Patriarch mentioned two potent gestures of support from His Holiness Pope Francis. On Janu-
ary 8, the Pope delivered a traditional message to the diplomatic corps accredited to the Holy See. He condemned 
the aggressor country, Russia, which has launched and is waging a war against Ukraine. 
ñIt is noteworthy that the Holy Father gave careful consideration to what I wrote to him before this papal message 
to the worldôs diplomats,ò said His Beatitude Sviatoslav. ñTherefore, I thank him for listening to the voice of the 
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church.ò 
The second gesture of support is the Popeôs letter of response to His Beatitude Sviatoslav, in which the Pontiff 
expresses his closeness and support for the Ukrainian people, says he cries with all those who cry, and prays for 
the innocent victims. 
His Beatitude Sviatoslav thanked the Holy Father for his support and appeal to the conscience of the entire world.
