Brothers and Sisters! Since, then, we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of 

God, let us hold fast to our profession of faith. For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our 

weakness, but one who was tempted in every way that we are, yet never sinned. So let us confidently approach the 

throne of grace to receive mercy and favor and to find help in time of need. Every high priest is taken from among men 

and made their representative before God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He is able to deal patiently with erring 

sinners, for he himself is beset by weakness and so must make sin offerings for himself as well as for the people. One 

does not take this honor on his own initiative, but only when called by God as Aaron was. Even Christ did not glorify 

himself with the office of high priest; he received it from the One who said to him: ñYou are my son; today I have begot-

ten youò; just as he says in another place, ñYou are a priest forever, according to the order of Melchizedek.ò 

Alleluia Verses: Remember the people you long since made your own.

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What is a prostration? A prostration is a bodily manifestation of humility before God. It allows us 
to express humility, to worship, and to ask for forgiveness, not only with words, but also with our actions and 
gestures. In the Slavic tradition, a prostration is performed as follows: starting from the standing position, the 
person kneels down on both knees, then touches his forehead to the ground, then pauses, and then returns to the 
standing posture. In the Greek tradition, the basic action is the same, except that the person lies down complete-

ly flat on the ground. What is the prayer of Saint Ephraim? The prayer of Saint Ephraim is a 
short prayer which is very popular in our tradition for Lent. It should be recited several times during the day. 
Of course it can be recited anywhere, and anytime, even if prostrations are not appropriate.

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LENTEN REFLECTION from Sister Sophia of St. Josephôs Order (Saskatoon) 
The purpose of our spiritual life is to imitate Christ and to be ñpartakers of the divine natureò (2 Peter 1:4). Our 
beloved mother, the Holy Church, provides us with an excellent means of realizing this God-given potential 
through Great Lent—a sacred time of focusing on Christ, turning away from self-destructive sin to a life-giving 
union with God, Who is Love. Through repentance, we are liberating our souls from the chains of evil and can 
ascend to indescribable spiritual heights, as Mary of Egypt. Thus, we can embrace or decline the golden Lenten 
opportunity with its blessings. And whatever we choose, we are also responsible. 
 Here is a story. In the quiet cell of the monastery, where prayer merges with the beating of the heart, lived a 
monk thirsty for heavenly wisdom. Amid the singing psalms and the flickering of candles, his heart whispered 
questions that stirred the depths of his soul. His passionate and humble prayer extended to Almighty God, ñO 
Lord, whose mercy knows no bounds, reveal to me why manôs salvation seems difficult, and why is hell filled 
with sinners?ò Once, an Angel appeared to him, offering to unveil the paths of humanity. 
Exiting his monastic cell, the elder followed the Angel into the tranquil embrace of the forest. The Angel point-
ed to a woodcutter slaving beneath a heavy burden, unwilling to be freed. ñBehold,ò said the Angel, ñjust as this 
man drains himself under a heavy load, so some souls exhaust themselves under the burden of sins but refuse to 
humble themselves to receive the grace-filled healing of repentance.ò 
They journeyed ahead, and the Angel drew the monkôs attention to the well where a man uselessly attempted to 
draw water with a sieve. ñWatch,ò continued the Angel, ñthe repentant soul without heartbreaking regret and 
firm determination not to sin allows the grace of forgiveness to slip away as this water through a sieve.ò 
The Angel again gestured toward a man trying to enter the temple on a horse, using a log stuck in the door as a 
makeshift bridge. ñLook,ò revealed the Angel, ñhow humanity often performs ostentation deeds without humili-
ty, desiring recognition rather than true service for the glory of God. Thus, is it simple for the Lord to save such 
souls, balancing mercy with justice?ò Top of Form When the monk and the Angel concluded their journey, the 
elder stood in awe of the profound simplicity of the lessons unveiled. Thus, let us think about it. 
The woodcutterôs burden symbolizes sinôs weight, emphasizing the necessity of repentance and the willingness 
to receive Godôs forgiveness. Cain is the first who accept sin as a burden. When he says after killing Abel that 
the burden of his sin is too significant to bear—ñgreat is my iniquity to bearò (Gen. 4:13). Our shoulders are 
loaded and weakened by the weight of sin we bear voluntarily, for we are all sinners. However, there is a place 
we can escape when the burdens of life become overwhelming. This place is Jesus Himself, Who ñbore our sins 
in His body on the tree, so that we might die to sin and live to righteousness. By His stripes you were healedò (1 
Pet. 2:24). Christ came to lift the burden of our sin and, through His death, give us life. Just as a mountaineer 
discards unnecessary baggage to ascend swiftly, through the grace of God, we can drop the heavy burdens of sin 
through repentance and walk freely on our journey into the dazzling radiance of holiness. 
St. Isaac the Syrian said, ñThere is no sin that cannot be forgiven, except sin without repentance.ò Repentance is 
the determination to end our sinful past and cut off any past connection with the darkness of evil. If our repent-
ance is sincere, with a humble and contrite heart and a desire to change, God will forgive us the confessed sin. 
Otherwise, forgiveness remains elusive, like water flowing through a sieve. God wants us to take total responsi-
bility for our actions and deal radically with the things we stumble upon, as St. Mary of Egypt, to walk the path 
of repentance from passion to virtue and from death to life. St. Paul says, ñWithout holiness, no one will see the 
Lord!ò (Heb. 12:14). Thus, holiness is mandatory for anyone who wants to enter the Heavenly Kingdom. 
Glorifying God is the primary purpose of our lives. As someone said, ñGlorifying self invites the world to watch 
us. Glorifying God invites angels to guard us.ò When we decide to serve God and put Him first, our actions 
must follow that decision. Thus, we must examine the motives behind each deed, for they must honestly glorify 
God, to Whom all glory belongs. In his testimony and near-death experience, Howard Pittman said: ñAll these 
years, I thought I was doing those works for God! é. I had thought that the Most High God was the only God of 
my life, but I was not fulfilling that part of Scripture which tells us that if we allow anything to come between 
the Lord and us (whatever it may be), it becomes our óGod.ô I realized that each day was devoted only to MY-
SELF!ò ñMy soul magnifies the Lord, and my spirit rejoices in God my Saviorò (Lk 1:46–47)—the Mother of 
God sang this song in her heart throughout her life. 
My beloved in Christ, each day of our Lenten journey, let us meet and be in the presence of the Holy One in the 
secrecy of our hearts. Let us measure everything by the standards of Christôs Word to become holy like Him. 
The beauty of holiness is evident at all times. It is God-centered and seeks ñone thing necessaryò—to glorify 
God by doing His holy will. Let us strife by the grace of God that the eternal holiness of beauty will shine in our 
faces.

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Patriarch Lubomyr Husar may soon become blessed. 
Head of the UGCC commences beatification process 

On February 26, 2024, His Beatitude Sviatoslav solemnly proclaimed the 
commencement of the beatification process of Patriarch Lubomyr Husar. 
The proclamation was made during a gratitude moleben to mark the end of 
the Year of Patriarch Lubomyr on the 91 st anniversary of his birth. 

The Decree of Proclamation states that during the six years since the pass-
ing of Cardinal Lubomyr Husar, the power of his word and spirit has 
served as a support and guide for people in their daily lives, especially dur-
ing this terrible war. 

On May 31, 2017, Patriarch Lubomyr passed on to the Lord in Kyiv. On June 5, his body was buried in the crypt of 
the Patriarchal Cathedral of the Resurrection of Christ. 

ñSince then, Godôs people have demonstrated a special spiritual reverence for the person of Lubomyr Husar, not so 
much praying for his repose as asking for his intercession, attesting to the glory of his holiness through numerous 
entries in the books of memory placed near his tomb. These entries indicate the signs, graces, and healing re-
ceived,ò His Beatitude Sviatoslav said in the Decree. 

The study of the beatification and canonization of Patriarch Lubomyr was initiated given the numerous appeals of 
individuals and communities of believers, as well as the presence among a large part of Godôs people of the sponta-
neous glory of holiness, which encourages Christians to pray through the blessed memory of Lubomyr Husar. 

The governmental applicant (ex officio) in this case is the Kyiv Archeparchy of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic 
Church. 

The Head of the UGCC urged all the faithful of the Church to support this holy cause and explained the way to pro-
ceed. 

ñWhen someone receives any favor through the intercession of His Beatitude Lubomyr (answered prayer, healing, 
etc.), you have a duty to report it in good faith; you have no right to conceal the gift received from God. You need 
to inform Father Pavlo Lokot, the postulator. Then, according to all the church rules, he will record this case, and 
the beatification process will move forward,ò said His Beatitude Sviatoslav, and encouraged people to support this 
valuable process with their donations. 

During the moleben, a prayer for the glorification of Godôs servant Lubomyr Husar, specially composed for this 
occasion, was read for the first time. Afterward, a memorial service was held in the crypt in front of the tomb of the 
soon-to-be blessed.
