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The Easter Basket / Що побрібно до Пасхального 
кошика 

One of the most popular Ukrainian Easter traditions is to bring a bas-
ket of Food to Church to be blessed at Easter time. In earlier times, 
meat and dairy products were excluded from the daily diet during the 
entire season of the Great Fast. As the end of the strict fast ap-
proached, the people showed their joy and gratitude by taking their 
food to Church to be blessed and eaten after the Easter Divine Liturgy. 

As we celebrate Easter, the Feast of New Life, we bless the food that sustains our physical life. The foods 
traditionally blessed for Easter are: Pascha (Easter bread), Babka (sweet bread), ham, sausage, butter, cot-
tage, cheese, eggs, horseradish, salt and pysanky. The meaning and symbolism of such a variety of foods 
is interesting. 

Pascha   The Easter Bread, Pascha, is a large, round loaf of bread made of white flour. It is elaborately 
decorated with a braided cross and many rosettes. The Pascha symbolizes the joy of the New Life that is 
given to us by Jesus Christ. 

Babka  The Babka is a tall, cylindrical, sweet bread enriched with raisins, butter, eggs. Saffron is added 
for coloring. It is decorated with a simple cross. The Babka symbolizes the richness of eternal life. 

Ham  The richness of this meat is symbolic of the great joy and abundance of Easter. Sometimes lamb or 
veal are used but these meats must be cooked well in advance so that the festivity of the day will not be 
burdened with preparation. 

Kobasa  A spicy garlic sausage of pork products is indicative of God’s favor and generosity. 

Cheese  Cottage Cheese, bland in taste, reminds us of the moderation that we should cultivate in our 
daily lives. 

Eggs  Hard-boiled eggs are used. The father or the eldest in the family, if the father is not present, tradi-
tionally divides the first egg at the Easter breakfast table and shares it with each members of the family 
invoking an Easter blessing and greeting. The egg is symbolic of Christ’s Death and Resurrection, that is, 
new life emerges from what appeared to be lifeless.  

Pysanky  These eggs are beautifully decorated with symbols derived from nature and later adapted to 
the Christian way of worship. The intricate patterns are applied with stylus dipped in melted beeswax. The 
egg is dipped into successive dues. 

Butter  This favourite dairy product may be shaped into a lamb or decorated with whole cloves or pep-
per corn in form of a cross. The butter reminds us of the goodness of Christ which in turn we should share 
with others. 

Salt  The salt helps us to recall that we are committed to be followers of Christ and carry out his word: 
“You are the salt of the earth…” 

Horseradish  The horseradish mixed with grated beets is symbolic of the Passion and Death of Christ. 
It reminds us of the bitterness of sin and of the difficulties which we must undergo throughout our earthly 
life. 

Candle  The candle, made of beeswax, is placed in the basket and lit during the blessing celebration. It 
is symbolic of Christ “the light of the world” who brought us the glorious good news of New Life. 

Myrtle  (the green plant ukr.ʄʽʨʪ) - a symbol of immortality and eternal life. The Easter basket can 
also include poppy seed, millet seed and fat. 

Cover   The embroidered cover reminds us of Christ’s shroud (white linen) and of our Baptismal krysz-
ma. Being cleansed with the Baptismal waters, we celebrate the joy of New Life by putting on the krysz-
ma.

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Sunday, March 24th                         Palm Sunday 

Gospel: John 12: 1 - 18 

Six days before the Passover Jesus came to Bethany, the village of Lazarus whom Jesus had raised from the dead. 

There they gave him a banquet, at which Martha served. Lazarus was one of those at table with him. Mary brought a 

pound of costly perfume made from genuine aromatic nard, with which she anointed Jesus’ feet. Then she dried his 

feet with her hair, and the house was filled with the ointment’s fragrance. Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (the 

one about to hand him over), protested: “Why was not this perfume sold? It could have brought three hundred sil-

ver pieces, and the money have been given to the poor.” (He did not say this out of concern for the poor, but be-

cause he was a thief. He held the purse, and used to help himself to what was deposited there.) To this Jesus re-

plied: “Leave her alone. Let her keep it against the day they prepare me for burial. The poor you always have with 

you, but me you will not always have.” The great crowd of Jews discovered he was there and came out, not only 

because of Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom he had raised from the dead. The fact was, the chief priests 

planned to kill Lazarus too, because many Jews were going over to Jesus and believing him on account of Lazarus. 

The next day the great crowd that had come for the feast heard that Jesus was to enter Jerusalem, so they got palm 

branches and came out to meet him. They kept shouting: “Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the 

Lord! Blessed is the King of Israel!” Jesus found a donkey and mounted it, in accord with Scripture: “Fear not, O 

daughter of Zion! Your king approaches you on a donkey’s colt.” (At first, the disciples did not understand all this, 

but after Jesus was glorified they recalled that the people had done to him precisely what had been written about 

him.) The crowd that was present when he called Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead kept testify-

ing to it. The crowd came out to meet him because they had heard he had performed this sign. 

 

Instead of ‘It is truly right': O my soul, extol the Lord, who sat on a donkey.* God the Lord has appeared to us;* let us 

celebrate the feast, and let us rejoice and extol Christ.* With palms and branches in hand,* let us raise our voices to Him in 

praise, saying:* “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord* our Savior.” 

Communion Hymn: Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord, the Lord is God and has appeared to us. Alleluia! 

Alleluia! Alleluia! 

Spend an hour at the Holy Shroud and find rest in your weariness.

його учні спершу, але, коли Ісус прославився, вони згадали, що це було написано про нього і що
