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Four Marks of the Catholic Church 

 
The four marks of the Catholic Church identify who the Church is and what its mission is within the world we 
live in. They are characteristics that are inseparable and intrinsically linked to one another. Through the guidance 
of the Holy Spirit, the Catholic Church fulfills these marks that were founded and instituted by our Lord and Sav-
iour, Jesus Christ. The marks are one, holy, catholic, and apostolic. Every time the Divine Liturgy is celebrated, 
we, the faithful, proclaim aloud the Nicene Creed, and it is here we declare to ñ[é] believe in one, holy, catho-

lic, and apostolic Church [é]ò 
 
One 

The Catholic Church is one because it stands united in the profession of its faith and also one in the common cel-
ebration of worship and the Sacraments. The founder, Jesus Christ, came to reconcile the one human race and all 
of mankind. There is a visible oneness to the church as the faithful are united in the hierarchical structure based 

on the apostolic succession preserved and passed on through the Sacrament of Holy Orders. 
ñI have other sheep that do not belong to the fold. I must bring them also, and they will listen to my voice. So 

there will be one flock, one shepherd.ò (John 10:16) 
 

Holy 
Although the members of the Church are sinners, the Church, as the Body of Christ, is sinless. The Church has 
been endowed with the Sacraments to help bring sinners to sanctity (make us holy). Each baptized Christian is 
called to become holy, and it is through the power of the Holy Spirit that we may reach this perfection and holi-

ness. 
ñ[é] Christ loved the Church and gave himself up for her, in order to make her holy by cleansing her with the 
washing of water by the word, so as to present Church to Himself in splendour, without a spot or wrinkle or any-

thing of that kind ï yes, so that she may be holy and without blemish.ò (Ephesians 5:25-27) 
 

Catholic 
The Church is catholic because it has received the fullness of Jesus Christ, which is essential to our ultimate sal-
vation. It is also catholic (or universal) because of its mission to evangelize and spread the Good News to the 
four corners of the earth, gathering all to become Godôs people. A prime example of the Church being catholic/

universal is the descent of the Holy Spirit (as tongues of fire) during Pentecost.  
ñWhen the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place. And suddenly from heaven there came 
a sound like a rush of violent wind [é] divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them [é] all of them were 
filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave them ability.ò (Acts 2:1-

4) 
 

Apostolic 
The Church is apostolic because it was founded upon the Apostles of Christ. These Apostles were to continue the 
mission of Christ to whom He granted each of them authority and power within the body of the Church. Under 
the direction of the Holy Spirit, the Magisterium (the official teaching authority of the Church, constituted by the 

Apostles and passed on through the popes and bishops in union with each other).  
ñI will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, 

and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.ò (Matthew 16:19) 
 

Jesus Christ found His Church on earth and marked it with the four characteristics identifying who and what the 
Church is. The Holy Spirit helps the Church fulfill its identity and mission to this day, as it did in the time of the 

Apostles of Christ!

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Head of the UGCC on the 145th Week of the War: The World Must 
Recognize the Holodomor Tragedy to Stop the Murderous Breath 
of Red Moscow 
On this Day of Remembrance of the Innocently Murdered, I want us all to remember 
the Ukrainian global slogan once again: ñWe remember, the world recognizes.ò His 
Beatitude Sviatoslav, the Father and Head of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, 
emphasized this in his traditional military video message on the 145th week of the 
devastating war. 
The Primate noted that, according to various experts, this horrific war has escalated to 
a new level, particularly on the Feast of the Entrance of the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
when Russia fired a new type of intercontinental ballistic missile at the city of Dnipro. 
ñThe enemy is not just destroying our cities and villages, but also blackmailing the 
whole world with its allegedly newest weapons. The only way the enemy can defend its arguments is by spreading 
fear. Today, Ukraine says to everyone: do not be afraid! I was also there on that day when those missiles struck 
Dnipro. And I say to you: óDo not be afraid!ô 
Last week, on November 21, Ukraine celebrated the Day of Dignity and Freedom. We remembered the Heroes of 
the Heavenly Hundred, the Orange Revolution heroes, and the students of the Revolution on Granite. And on No-
vember 23, we commemorated the victims of the Holodomor-Genocide of 1932ï1933. 
ñThese two holidays,ò the Head of the Church believes, ñunited this week, tell us: on these two holidays combined, 
we are reminded that surrendering dignity and freedom in exchange for a well-fed life, can lead to tragedy as in the 
Holodomor. By depriving Ukrainians of their freedom and secure statehood, the Stalinist regime starved millions 
of our brothers and sisters to death, yielding one of the best harvests on Ukraineôs black soil.ò 
ñWe remember,ò the Ukrainian leader continued, ñthat the genocidal ideologies that are attacking us today will 
never spread again, and the world must recognize this tragedy to ensure that it does not happen again in other coun-
tries, that the murderous breath of red Moscow does not claim lives anywhere else ever again. In the context of this 
weekôs tragic events, we speak to the whole world: Ukraine stands, Ukraine fights, Ukraine prays!ò.

December 6thðThe Feast of St. Nicholas  
The Feast of St. Nicholas is celebrated on December 6th in both the Eastern and Western Churches. St. Nicholas 
was born in Patara in Lycia, a province in Asia Minor. Myra was the capital of the province and was the residential 
See of the Archbishop. 
Nicholas had come to Myra when the clergy and people were searching for a new bishop. By divine providence, 
Nicholas was chosen Archbishop of Myra. Nicholas was persecuted for the faith. He also attended the Council of 
Nicea in 325. Tradition also says he struck the heretic Arius and was deprived of his episcopal insignia by the other 
bishops. Our Lord and His blessed mother appeared to him and restored them to him. He died in Myra and was 
buried in his Cathedral church. His relics were taken to Bari in 1087, where a new church was built to house them. 
His body exuded a sweet smelling "myrrh" which kept it from corruption and also proved to be a health-giving 
remedy against sickness. This "manna" of St. Nicholas is said to flow to this very day, 
St. Nicholas had been born of very wealthy parents and when they died, he inherited their wealth but he gave all 
his worldly goods to the poor. His whole life is a lesson in charity. He loved God and people. His kindness and 
generosity is known to all. After fifteen hundred years, his name is still associated with charity - even though it is 
secularized and abbreviated into "Santa Claus." 
St. Nicholas is one of the most popular of all Christian heroes and saints. His name is honored over the entire 
world by young and old. The reason? - He was rich in the eyes of God. 
The Troparion of his feast explains this very well: "The sincerity of your deeds has revealed you to your people as 
a teacher of moderation, a model of faith, and an example of virtue. Therefore, you attained greatness through hu-
mility and wealth through poverty." 
Thousands of people are starving the world over. Today the food shortage is very critical. We, In charity, are to 
share our good fortune with the poor and needy. 
We must always remember the fruits of the earth belong to all people. They are to be shared so that no one will go 
hungry or starve to death. Charity is the spirit of Christ. It is exemplified in the life of St. Nicholas. It must be alive 
in us also.
