ñWhat is the óGift of Love envelopò 

 Twice a year (before Christmas and Easter) there is a 

special envelope in our package of Church envelopes 

(i.e. the óChristmas Gift of Love for Parish Priest Offer-

ingô).  This custom dates back to the time when Blessed 

Bishop Nykyta Budka served as the first Ukrainian 

Catholic Bishop for all of Canada.  Our clergy were 

then (and continue to be) the lowest paid clergy 

(compared to the R.C. and Protestant churches) in Canada.  Bishop Budka  established a special collection (at 

these two times of the year) for the faithful to show their appreciation for their priestôs work and dedication.  

In a way, itôs very similar to a ñtipò that you give your waiter or waitress for good service at a restaurant.  The 

clergy are then to share half of their ógift of loveô with the Archbishop to help him with extra ordinary expens-

es.  Like a ótipô, this collection is not compulsory and entirely up to the choice of the individual to make a do-

nation or not.   Thatôs why it is called a ófree will offering.ô

Sunday, December 22                    Sunday before The Nativity - the Holy Fathers 

Sunday Tropar, tone 6: Angelic powers were upon Your tomb* and the guards became like dead men;* Mary 
stood before Your tomb seeking Your most pure body.* You captured Hades without being overcome by it.* You 
met the Virgin and granted life.* O Lord, risen from the dead, glory be to You. 

Tropar of the Holy Fathers, tone 2: The three young men who are the great guides of the faith,* rejoiced in the 
pit of flame as if they were in a water or rest;* and the prophet Daniel appeared as a shepherd to the lions.* O 
Christ God, save our souls for their sake. Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit, now 
and for ever and ever. Amen. 

Nativity Pre-festive Kondak, tone 3: Today the Virgin is on her way to the cave where she will give birth in a 
manner beyond understanding to the Word who is in all eternity. Rejoice, therefore, universe, when you hear it 
heralded. With the angels and the shepherds, glorify Him who chose to be seen as a newborn babe while remain-
ing God in all eternity. 

Prokimen, tone 4: Blessed are you, and praiseworthy, O Lord, the  God of our fathers, and glorious forever is 
your name.            Verse: For you are just in all you have done. 

Epistle: A reading from the Epistle to the Hebrews. (11:9-10; 17-23; 32-40) Brothers and Sisters! By faith 
Abraham sojourned in the promised land as in a foreign country, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, heirs of 
the same promise; for he was looking forward to the city with foundations whose designer and maker is God. By 
faith Abraham, when put to the test, offered up Isaac; he who had received the promises was ready to sacrifice his 
only son, of whom it was said, ñThrough Isaac shall your descendants be called.ò He reasoned that God was able 
to raise from the dead, and so he received Isaac back as a symbol. By faith Isaac invoked for Jacob and Esau 
blessings that were still to be. By faith Jacob, when dying, blessed each of the sons of Joseph, and worshipped 
God, leaning on the head of his staff. By faith Joseph, near the end of his life spoke of the Exodus of the Israel-
ites, and gave instructions about his burial. By faith Mosesô parents hid him for three months after his birth, there-
by disregarding the kingôs edict because they saw that he was a beautiful child. What more shall I recount? I have 
no time to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets, who by faith con-
quered kingdoms, did what was just, obtained the promises; they broke the jaws of lions, put out raging fires, 
escaped the devouring sword; though weak they were made powerful, became strong in battle, and turned back 
foreign invaders. Women received back their dead through resurrection. Others were tortured and would not re-
ceive deliverance, in order to obtain a better resurrection. Still others endured mockery, scourging, even chains 
and imprisonment. They were stoned, sawed in two, put to death at swordôs point; they went about garbed in the 
skins of sheep or goats, needy, afflicted, tormented. The world was not worthy of them. They wandered about in 
deserts and on mountains, they dwelt in caves and in holes of the earth. Yet despite the fact that all of these were 
approved because of their faith, they did not obtain what had been promised. God had made a better plan, a plan 
which included us. Without us, they were not to be made perfect.

Now this is how the birth of Jesus 

Christ came about. When his mother Mary was engaged to Joseph, but before they lived together, she was found with child through 

the power of the Holy Spirit. Joseph her husband, an upright man unwilling to expose her to the law, decided to divorce her quietly. 

Such was his intention when suddenly the angel of the Lord appeared in a dream and said to him: ñJoseph, son of David, have no fear 

about taking Mary as your wife. It is by the Holy Spirit that she has conceived this child. She is to have a son and you are to name 

him Jesus because he will save his people from their sins.ò All this happened to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: 

ñThe virgin shall be with child and give birth to a son. and they shall call him Emmanuel,ò a name which means ñGod is with us.ò 

When Joseph awoke he did as the angel of the Lord had directed him and received her into his home as his wife. He had no relations 

with her at any time before she bore a son, whom he named Jesus.

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The Nativity in the Flesh of Our Lord, 
God and Saviour Jesus Christ ï Christmas (December 25) 

       Our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ, was born of the Most Blessed Virgin Mary and St. Joseph during the 
Roman Emperor Augustus's reign (Octavian). Due to a universal consensus issued by the Emperor, each Jew-
ish family was to be counted in the region that their family was from. Since the Virgin Mary (pregnant at this 
time) was from the line of David, Bethlehem is where she returned, ultimately the place where Christ was born 
in a manger (Luke 2:1-7). Below are verses from Holy Scripture and commentary by the saints on the Feast of 

the Nativity of Our Lord. 
Old Testament (Isaiah 9:6) For a child has been born for us, a son given to us; authority rests on His shoul-
ders, and He is named Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.ò 
(Micah 5:2): ñBut you, O Bethlehem of Ephrathah, who are one of the little clans of Judah, from you shall 
for me one who is to rule in Israel, whose origin is from of old, from ancient days.ò 
(Jeremiah 23:5) ñThe days are surely coming,ò says the Lord, ñwhen I will raise up for David a righteous 
Branch, and He shall reign as king and deal wisely, and shall execute justice and righteousness in the 
land.ò 
New Testament  (Matthew 1:21) ñShe will bear a son, and you are, and you are to name him Jesus, for He 
will save His people from their sins.ò 
(John 1:1-6) ñIn the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in 
the beginning with God. All things came into being through Him, and without Him not one thing came into 
being. What has come into being in Him was life, and the life was the light of all people. The light shines in 
the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it.ò 
Saints  (St. John Chrysostom) ñJesus Christ, the God-Man, was born in a manger and is spiritually reborn 
on the altar. He suffered on Calvary and continues to offer Himself on the altar. In His earthly life, He spread 
His teaching and worked miracles among the crowds. In the Eucharist, He spans the centuries and com-
municates Himself to all.ò  
(St. Leo the Great): ñSadness should have no place on the birthday of life. The fear has been swallowed up; 
life brings us joy with the promise of eternal happiness. No one is shut out from this joy; all share the same 
reason for rejoicing. Our Lord, Victor over sin and death, finding no man free from sin, came to free us 
all.ò (Venerable Archbishop Fulton Sheen): ñThe world might have expected the Son of God to be born - if 
He was to be born at all ï in an inn. A stable would be the last place in the world where one would have 
looked for Him. Divinity is always where one least expects it.ò 
May the Good Lord bless you and your loved ones with peace, joy, and hope this Advent Season! May 
He bless everyone with the graces necessary for salvation and eternal happiness!! 
Praise and glorify the newborn King!!!
