Gospel: Mark 2: 1 - 12 At that time when Jesus came to Capernaum after a lapse of several days and word got around
that he was at home.

The four who carried him were unable to bring him to Jesus because of the crowd, so they began to open up the roof
over the spot were Jesus was.

When Jesus saw their faith, he said to the paralyzed man, “My son, your sins are forgiven.” Now some of the scribes
were sitting there asking themselves: “Why does the man talk in that way? He commits blasphemy! Who can forgive
sins except God alone?” Jesus was immediately aware of their reasoning, though they kept it to themselves, and he
said to them: “Why do you harbor these thoughts? Which is easier to say to the paralytic, ‘Your sins are forgiven, or to
say, ‘Stand up, pick up your mat, and walk again.”? That you may know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to
forgive sins” (he said to the paralyzed man), “l command you: Stand up! Pick up your mat and go home.” The man
stood and picked up his mat and went outside in the sight of everyone. They were awestruck; all gave praise to God
saying, “We have never seen anything like this!”

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Praver of St. Ephrem (Lenten Prayer)

St. Ephrem the Syrian (circa 306 — 3 7 8D) was a teacher, poet, defender of the faith (orator), and
Doct or of debignaed b§ Pope Banddict XV on October 5, 1920 AD. He was born in Nisibis, Mes-
opotamia, and baptized by the second bishop of Nisibis, Jacob. St. Ephrem is venerated as a saint in all tradi-
tional and ancient churches. In 370 AD, he visited S t . B a s i (tircat330 € 3 D pim(aesarea, where
the bishop ordained him as a deacon and eventually to the priesthood. It was in Edessa (modern-day Greece)
that St. Ephrem passed from this world in 373 AD. With both his words and actions, St. Ephrem exemplified
me r. Eeycared for his community during famines and plagues, tending to the sick. His death in June 373 AD
resulted from contracting the plague.

St. Ephrem wrote beautifully throughout his life despite not being a man of exceptional formal schol-
arship. However, he held a profound devotion to the humanity and divinity of Jesus Christ. He composed nu-
merous hymns, and by tradition, St. Ephrem is credited with introducing singing into liturgical services as a

means of instructing the Church’s faithful. He is often referredtoasthe iHar p of t h@& Hol yJ Sp

As we continue our Lenten journey, our focus on this upcoming Second Sunday of the Great
Fast is the memory of St. Gregory Palamas, a bishop of Thessalonica who lived in the fourteenth
century. He battled against the distortions of the Christian faith by teaching the importance of the
power of the Grace of God. He also taught the importance of fasting and prayer, particularly the
practice of reciting the Jesus Prayer according to the teachings of the hesychastic Fathers.
Our holy father Gregory teaches us that since Christ the Creator had become man and part of
creation, He had made human nature potentially holy - like His own human nature. By sending
down the Holy Spirit, He had given us all access in our human nature to holiness. Just as the Sun
is known to us through its energies of heat and light, so God can be known to us through the un-
created energies of the Holy Spirit. In his writings he affirmed that man carries in himself two
tendencies, one for good, and the other for evil. However, the tendency for good can only be
developed in us through acquiring the grace of God, the divine energy sent to us from God, accessible in so far
as our hearts and minds are pure enough to receive that grace.
This grace which enlightens and brightens us can only come to us if we repent, if we accept the process of fast-
ing and prayer, tears and self-sacrifice. Repent, fasting, prayer, tears and self-sacrifice...the recipe for holiness-
divinization during this season of the Great Fast-Lent.
