God, wishing to give the heirs of his prom-

ise even clearer evidence that his purpose would not change, guaranteed it by oath, so that, by two things that are un-

changeable, in which he could not lie, we who have taken refuge in  him might be strongly encouraged to seize the hope 

which is placed before us. Like a sure and firm anchor, that hope extends beyond the veil through which Jesus, our 

forerunner, has entered on our behalf, being made high priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.

Help 

my lack of trust!õõ Jesus, on seeing a crowd rapidly gathering, reprimanded the unclean spirit by saying to him, òMute 

and deaf spirit, I command you: Get out of him and never enter him again!õõ Shouting and throwing the boy into convul-

sions, it came out of him; the boy became like a corpse, which caused many to say, òHe is dead.õõ But Jesus took him by 

the hand and helped him to his feet. When Jesus arrived at the house his disciples began to ask him privately, òWhy is it 

that we could not expel it?õõ He told them, òthis kind you can drive out only by prayer. They left that district and began a 

journey through Galilee, but he did not want anyone to know about it. He was teaching his disciples in this vein: òThe 

Son of Man is going to be delivered into the hands of men who will put him to death; three days after his death he will 

rise.õõ

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FOURTH SUNDAY OF THE 
GREAT FAST 

Why is St. John called ñof the Ladder" What is 
this Ladder? 
On this Fourth Sunday of the Great Fast-Lent, we 
commemorate our venerable father John of the 
Ladder. He is assigned a special place in our Len-
ten cycle because his life and his writings form a 
pattern for the Christian pilgrim.  
Being a monk at the monastery of St. Catherine on 
Mount Sinai, our venerable father John wrote a 
book outlining the stages of the spiritual life. He 
based his entire work on the image of a ladder of 
thirty rungs, stretching from earth to heaven. Each rung described a step in the pursuit of virtue and 
the spiritual life. Since it was first written, The Ladder of Divine Ascent has been an essential part of 
the formation of monastics and a mainstay of ascetic spirituality. However, the Ladder is not just for 
monks and nuns because all Christians are called to make an ascent to the heights of heaven. For this 
reason, the Church places the commemoration of Saint John and his Ladder on the Fourth Sunday of 
the Great Fast, as the faithful continue their ascent with the Lord to Golgotha and through Golgotha 
to His Heavenly Kingdom. 
The 30 Steps of the Ladder of Divine Ascent: 
- Steps 1ï4: renouncement of the world and obedience to a spiritual father 
- Steps 5ï7: penitence and affliction as paths to true joy 
- Steps 8ï17: the defeat of vices and acquisition of virtue 
- Steps 18ï26: avoidance of the traps of asceticism (laziness, pride, mental stagnation) 
- Steps 27ï29: acquisition of stillness or peace of the soul, of prayer, and of dispassion 
- Step 30: the union of faith, hope, and love 
We honor Saint John on the fourth Sunday of Great Lent for encouragement in our acts of prayer, 
fasting and almsgiving as we too climb the ladder of divine ascent. We must also, constantly progress 
upwards in our quest as Christians to reflect God's love in our lives. We must always take the love 
that God bestows upon us as His children and share it with our brothers and sisters. Let us ascend that 
ladder of divine ascent, proposed by Saint John Climacus and ascend it eagerly.

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St. Maximilian Kolbe on Serious Sin 
Have you ever struggled with a grave sin? I mean something really serious. You want with 
all your heart to break this sinôs power in your life, but no matter how hard you struggle and 
pray, you just keep falling into it. You are constantly feeling guilty, and the guilt keeps you 
from approaching Our Lord through fear. In Confession, you find yourself humiliated to be 
confessing the same serious matter yet again. But no matter how much you hate the pres-
ence of this sin in your life, you just canôt stop committing it. 
St. Maximilian Kolbeôs Advice 
Weôve all been thereðstruggles like this are a part of the Catholic life. But how do we han-
dle this kind of repeated sin without falling into despair? St. Maximilian Kolbe has some 
advice. 
ñWhenever you feel guilty, even if it is because you have consciously committed a sin, a se-
rious sin, something you have kept doing many, many times, never let the devil deceive you 
by allowing him to discourage you. Whenever you feel guilty, offer all your guilt to the Im-
maculate, without analyzing it or examining it, as something that belongs to heré ñMy be-
loved, may every fall, even if it is serious and habitual sin, always become for us a small 
step toward a higher degree of perfection.ò In fact, the only reason why the Immaculate per-
mits us to fall is to cure us from our self-conceit, from our pride, to make us humble and 
thus make us docile to the divine graces. The devil, instead, tries to inject in us discourage-
ment and internal depression in those circumstances, which is, in fact, nothing else than our 
pride surfacing again. If we knew the depth of our poverty, we would not be at all surprised 
by our falls, but rather astonished, and we would thank God, after sinning, for not allowing 
us to fall even deeper and still more frequently.ò 
Learning Humility 
In other words, St. Maximilian is saying that we are allowed to fall so that we 
learn humility. This is essential because pride is the number one enemy of the soul, and no 
matter how much we seem to advance in the spiritual life, it is all an illusion if we are 
infected with pride and self-reliance. We must first learn humility before we can make any 
real progress in holiness. The problem is, if we could conquer ourselves through sheer will-
power, we would quickly become self-reliant and proud. We would have no idea how pa-
thetic and weak we really are, or how dependent we are on the grace of God for even 
the smallest good act. Repeated sin, then, breaks down any illusions we have that we can 
do it on our own. The crushing humiliation we feel with each fall can be a good thing if it 
drives us to dependence on Mary, and through Mary, Jesus, for our every need (keep in 
mind, St. Maximilian is writing to those who have entrusted themselves entirely to Our La-
dyôs care). 
Conclusion 
Take St. Maximilianôs advice and never despair when faced with repeated serious sin. Des-
pair is truly the only sin God canôt forgive. Instead, purpose to learn humility and be doc-
ile to the graces God sends to you. Persevere in grace and wait patiently on Our Lord. He 
will deliver you in due time.
