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Regulations for Great Lent at  
THE CANONS OF THE PARTICULAR LAW OF THE UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CHURCH  

¶ A strict fast is observed on the first day of the Great Fast and Passion Friday, i.e. abstention from meat and dairy 
products and eggs, as well as foods that contain these ingredients.  

¶ Abstention from all meat and foods containing meat is to be observed during the first week of the Great Fast and all 
days of Passion Week.  

¶ During the Great Fast, abstention from the consumption of meat and meat products is to be observed on all Mondays, 
avoided Wednesdays and Fridays. All other foods are permitted on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  

¶ On all fast days and dispensed weeks the faithful are obliged to re-
frain from organizing and participating in loud parties, celebratory 
[e.g. wedding] receptions, dances, entertainment and other similar 
events.  

¶ There is no fast on Saturdays, Sundays. 

¶ The following are dispensed from any obligation to fast:  
1. children up to 14 years of age;     
2. persons over 60 years of age;  
3. the gravely ill;  
4. pregnant women;  
5. postpartum mothers and those who are breastfeeding; 

6. those who are travelling (if the travel 
time exceeds eight hours);  
7. those engaged in heavy labour; 
8. those who eat from the table of others;  
the poor who live from charity;

By faith Moses, 

when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaohôs daughter; he wished to be ill-treated along with 

Godôs people rather than enjoy the fleeting rewards of sin. Moses considered the reproach borne by Godôs Anointed 

greater riches than the treasures of Egypt, for he was looking to the reward. What more shall I recount? I have no 

time to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets, who by faith conquered 

kingdoms, did what was just, obtained the promises; they broke the jaws of lions, put out raging fires, escaped the 

devouring sword; though weak they were made powerful, became strong in battle, and turned back foreign invaders. 

Women received back their dead through resurrection. Others were tortured and would not receive deliverance, in 

order to obtain a better resurrection. Still others endured mockery, scourging, even chains and imprisonment. They 

were stoned, sawed in two, put to death at swordôs point; they went about garbed in the skins of sheep or goats, 

needy, afflicted, tormented. The world was not worthy of them. They wandered about in deserts and on mountains, 

they dwelt in caves and in holes of the earth. Yet despite the fact that all of these were approved because of their 

faith, they did not obtain what had been promised. God had made a better plan, a plan which included us. Without 

us, they were not to be made perfect. Therefore, since we for our part are surrounded by this cloud of witnesses, let 

us lay aside every encumbrance of sin which clings to us and persevere in running the race which lies ahead. Let us 

keep our eyes fixed on Jesus, who inspires and perfects our faith.

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FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT  
This past Monday we entered into the holy season of the Great Fast, the Great Lent. Our Church has designat-
ed this time for us to spiritually prepare ourselves for the joyous celebration of Easter, the Resurrection of Our 
Lord. It is to be a time of extra prayers, fasting and charitable works of mercy and love for our less fortunate 
neighbor. As baptized Christians and devout disciples, we seek to walk in the footsteps of our Lord.  

Today, the first Sunday of Great Lent we read about the call to discipleship. The Gospel is about the call of 
Philip to follow Christ and how he then calls Nathanael to likewise become a disciple of Christ. Earlier in the 
Gospel of St. John, we hear of two fishermen-brothers, Andrew and Simon Peter who left their fishing nets to 
follow the Lord. Andrew was one of two disciples who heard St. John the Baptist say as Jesus walked: 
ñBehold, the Lamb of God.ò (v. 35) Andrew upon hearing this goes to follow Jesus. Andrew then finds his 
brother Simon (Peter) and tells him: ñWe have found the Messiah (the Anointed). (v.41)  

Andrew The First-Called brings his brother, Simon Peter, to Jesus. Our Lord looks at Simon Peter and says: 
ñYou are Simon, the son of John; you will be called Cephas,ò which is translated as ñPeter.ò (v. 42) 

The next day, Our Lord continues to call ordinary men to fulfill an extraordinary task. Jesus then travels into 
Galilee. There Jesus finds Philip, who had come from Bethesda, the same town as Andrew and Peter. Jesus 
exhorts him: ñFollow Me!ò (v. 43) Philip in like manner then goes out to find another, Nathanael, and then 
shared the good news of his encounter: ñWe have found the One about Whom Moses wrote in the Law, and 
also the Prophets, Jesus, son of Joseph, from Nazareth.ò (v.45) 

Nathanaelôs initial reaction was one of skepticism: ñCan anything good come from Nazareth?ò (v. 46) Philip 
invites Nathanael to come and see and so he does go to encounter the Lord. The initial skeptical response 
changes to one of openness, to not have bias or prejudice based upon oneôs town of origin. Jesus, being the All
-knowing Lord God, sees Nathanael approaching and remarks: ñHere is a true Israelite. There is no duplicity in 
him.ò (v. 47) The Lord notices and commends Nathanael for his sincerity and lack of deception.  

Awestruck by the Lordôs foreknowledge, Nathanael wonders how did Jesus know that about him. They had not 
met previously. Jesus stated that even before Philip called him, He saw him under the fig tree. Filled with awe, 
Nathanael avers: ñRabbi (Teacher), You are the Son of God, the King of Israel.ò (v. 49) Nathanael affirms his 
belief in Jesus as the long-awaited Messiah of Whom Moses and the Holy Prophets spoke and wrote about. 

In todayôs Gospel, we not only hear the call of an individual to become a disciple of the Lord, but also that 
disciple who answered affirmatively to the call of Christ to go then and seek others to do likewise. This is 
something that we, contemporary Christians, followers of the Lord, are to likewise do ï invite others to follow 
Christ and live the Gospel message and to ultimately be saved.  

Nathanael was an Israelite, one of the Chosen People of the Old Testament. He was indeed a man of honor and 
sincerity. In the story of ñIsraelò, Jacob by means of an act of deception had stolen the fatherôs birthright from 
his older brother, Esau. Jacob later repented and showed much remorse for this sin. As a sign of this inward 
change, conversion, God has Jacob change his name to ñIsrael,ò meaning to let God prevail. Unlike other Isra-
elites from the past, Nathanael has no guile, no deception.  

Just as in Nathanaelôs lifestyle, there was no deception, so too should that be in the life of every true-believing 
Christian. And just as the Lord God noticed and praised this honorable personality trait of Nathanael, so too 
will our desire to do good and avoid evil not go unnoticed. The Lord God shall reward us and guard and guide 
us to ever remain on the path to His eternal Kingdom of Heaven.  

May we employ this time of the Great Fast, the Great Lent, wisely and with prudence. May we develop and 
grow spiritually closer to the Lord God. May others recognize that we are truly Christian by the way we love 
one another in thoughts, words and deeds. And then, may we be able to say much like St. Paul in Galatians 
2:20: ñYet I live, no longer I, but Christ lives in me; insofar as I now live in the flesh, I live by faith in the Son 
of God who has loved me and given himself up for me.ò 

In the Eastern Churches, both Catholic and Orthodox, the First Sunday of Great Lent is celebrated as the Sun-
day of Orthodoxy or True Faith. It is also known as the Sunday of the Victory of the Veneration of Icons. The 
Second Ecumenical Council of Nicaea held in 787 upheld the veneration of icons both in church and at home. 
The icons today are an integral part of Eastern Church architecture and d®cor and are closely related to the 
spiritual and prayer life of the faithful. Some Eastern churches have a procession of icons during the Sunday 
liturgical service.

Great Lent from an Eastern Catholic Perspective 

Itôs called Great Lent. 

Great Lent, also alternatively referred to as the Great Fast, is just the way Byzantine Rite Catholics describe 
our period of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving before the great Church feast celebrating the Resurrection. While 
our traditions during Great Lent differ in some ways from the Roman Catholic observation of Lent, it might 
help to know that ñGreat Lentò is not referring to a completely separate liturgical time period.  

Byzantine Catholics Have A Period Of Preparation  

Every Sunday during Great Lent has a specific commemoration associated with it. However, starting with 
what is known as Zacchaeus Sunday, the five Sundays preceding the start of the Great Fast also feature specific 
commemorations that help prepare our hearts for the upcoming penitential season. These Sundays highlight 
particular scenes in Scripture that resonate with the themes of repentance and humility. 

On Zacchaeus Sunday, we recall how Zacchaeus turned away from his sinfulness and welcomed the Lord. The 
following Sunday remembers the story of the Publican and Pharisee, which encourages us to focus on humility 
and contrition. Next, the Sunday of the Prodigal Son inspires us toward repentance in our relationship with God 
the Father. 

Meatfare Sunday, also known as Judgement Sunday, reminds us of Christôs Second Coming and the Last 
Judgement. This is the last day before Great Lent that we eat meat. 

The next Sunday is Cheesefare Sunday, also known as Forgiveness Sunday. This day includes a beautiful ser-
vice called Forgiveness Vespers, during which each member of the congregation asks forgiveness of one anoth-
er. This is a very pertinent and touching way to start the Great Fast, which begins the very next day. 

3. Byzantine Catholic Fasting Looks Different. 

The Lenten fast for Byzantine Rite Catholics looks quite different! Traditionally, our fasting period is more 
focused on abstaining from meat, fish, dairy, eggs, wine, and olive oil during the entirety of Lent. Fasting 
is a very private spiritual matter for which guidance from a spiritual father is always recommended, however. 
Children are not expected to fast in the same way that adults are, and if someone canôt keep the full traditional 
fast for whatever reasons (because there are countless medical, psychological, or spiritual reasons why that 
might be the case!), thatôs not a problem, and spiritual fathers are usually well aware of a personôs needs in that 
regard. We keep the maxim to ñkeep your eye on your own plate,ò which helps us focus on humility and reli-
ance on God, in addition to prayer, fasting, and almsgiving! 

Great Lent starts the Monday before Ash Wednesday.  

Many Roman Catholics are surprised to learn that Byzantine Rite Catholics do not celebrate Ash Wednes-
day. However, there is a good reason for this! Ash Wednesday developed as a custom in the Christian West, 
while the Monday that begins the Eastern Christian Great Lent is called "Clean Monday." This is because our 
pantries are traditionally free of non-fasting foods, and ideally, our hearts are free from sin as well, allowing us 
to start this sacred liturgical season with pure hearts and a focus on God. Typically, by the time Ash Wednesday 
arrives, Byzantine Rite Catholics have already been observing Great Lent for two days. 

 5. Easter Can Land On Different Days 

The vast majority of Eastern Catholics observe the Gregorian calendar, allowing Roman Catholics and Eastern 
Catholics to celebrate Easter (more commonly referred to in Eastern Catholicism as ñPaschaò) together on the 
same day. However, some Byzantine Rite Catholic parishes, particularly those abroad, follow the Julian or Re-
vised Julian calendars, which determine the date of Easter differently. This results in the same day that Eastern 
Orthodox Christians also celebrate Easter. Consequently, in most years, those adhering to the Julian or Revised 
Julian calendars celebrate Easterðand thus begin Lentða week later than Roman Catholics. Nonetheless, there 
are some years when Easter will serendipitously occur on the same day across all calendars, and in other years, 
the Julian/Revised Julian Easter may be nearly a month behind.
