The 267th Successor of  Saint  Peter  

Pope Leo XIV was born in Chicago, Illinois, on 14 September 1955. 

As a member of the Order of Saint Augustine (O.S.A.), in which he 

held various leadership positions, he dedicated many years of ser-

vice to the Augustinian missions in Peru as a priest and seminary 

professor. He was eventually appointed Bishop of Chiclayo, Peru, 

by Pope Francis. As a Bishop of the Church in Peru, he served as 

Vice President and member of the Permanent Council of the Peru-

vian Bishops’ Conference. In 2023, Pope Francis appointed him as 

Prefect of the Dicastery of Bishops and elevated him to the Col-

lege of Cardinals. Pope Leo XIV holds a doctorate in canon law 

from the Pontifical College of St. Thomas Aquinas in Rome.

Christ is risen from the dead, trampling death by death, and to those in the tombs giving life. 

Sunday Tropar, tone 3: Let the heavens be glad, let the earth rejoice,* for the Lord has done a mighty deed with His arm.* He trampled death by death; He 

became the first born of the dead;* He saved us from the abyss of Hades* and granted great mercy to the world. Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to 

the Holy Spirit; 

Kondak of the Paralytic, tone 3: With your divine protection, O Lord,* as You once raised the Paralytic, now lift up my soul* paralyzed with all kinds of sin and 

evil deeds of wickedness,* so that, as saved, I may cry out to You:* “Glory to your might, O merciful Christ.’’ Now and for ever and ever. Amen! 

Kondak from Easter, tone 8: Though You went down to the grave, immortal Lord,* You destroyed the power of Hades* and rose victorious, Christ our God.* You 

who said "Rejoice" to the myrrh-bearing women,* give peace to Your apostles* and offer resurrection to the fallen. 

Prokimen, tone 1: Let Your mercy, O Lord, be upon us, as we have hoped in You. 

Verse: Exult, you just, in the Lord; praise from the upright is fitting. 

Epistle: A reading from the Acts of the Apostles. (9: 32 - 42) In those days Peter was making numerous journeys, he went -- 

among other places -- to God’s holy people living in Lydda. There he found a man named Aeneas, a paralytic who had been 

bedridden for eight years. Peter said to him, “Aeneas, Jesus Christ cures you! Get up and make your bed.’’ The man got up at 

once. All the inhabitants of Lydda and Sharon, upon seeing him, were converted to the Lord. Now in Joppa there was a certain 

woman convert named Tabitha (in Greek Dorcas, meaning a gazelle). Her life was marked by constant good deeds and acts of 

charity. At about that time she fell ill and died. They washed her body and laid it out in an upstairs room. Since Lydda was near 

Joppa, the disciples who had heard that Peter was there sent two men to him with the urgent request, “Please come over to us 

without delay.’’ Peter set out with them as they asked. Upon his arrival they took him upstairs to the room. All the widows came to 

him in tears and showed him the various garments Dorcas had made when she was still with them. Peter first made everyone go 

outside; then he knelt down and prayed. Turning to the dead body, he said, “Tabitha, stand up.’’ She opened her eyes, then 

looked at Peter and sat up. He gave her his hand and helped her to her feet. The next thing he did was to call in those who were 

believers and the widows to show them that she was alive. This became known all over Joppa, and because of it, many came to 

believe in the Lord.  

Alleluia Verses: The favors of the Lord I will sing forever, through all generations. For you have said: my kindness is established forever. 

Gospel: John 5: 1 - 15 At that time Jesus went up to Jerusalem. Now in Jerusalem by the Sheep Pool there is a place with the Hebrew 

name Bethesda. It’s five porticoes were crowded with sick people lying there blind, lame or disabled, waiting for the movement of the 

water. For from time to time an angel of the Lord used to come down into the pool; and the water was stirred up, so the first one to 

get in was healed of whatever sickness he had had. There was one man who had been sick for thirty-eight years. Jesus, who knew he 

had been sick a long time, said when he saw him lying there, “Do you want to be healed?’’ “Sir,’’ the sick man answered, “I do not 

have anyone to plunge me into the pool once the water has been stirred up. By the time I get there, someone else has gone in ahead 

of me.’’ Jesus said to him, “Stand up! Pick up your mat and walk!’’ The man was immediately cured; he picked up his mat and began 

to walk. The day was a sabbath. Consequently, some of the Jews began telling the man who had been cured, “It is the sabbath, and 

you are not allowed to carry the mat around.’’ He explained, “It was the man who cured me who told me, ‘Pick up your mat and walk.’ 

‘‘ “This person who told you to pick it up and walk,’’ they asked, “who is he?’’ The man who had been restored to health had no idea 

who it was. The crowd in that place was so great that Jesus had been able to slip away. Later on, Jesus found him in the temple pre-

cincts and said to him: “Remember, now, you have been cured. Give up your sins so that something worse may not overtake you.’’ 

The man went off and informed the Jews that Jesus was the one who had cured him. 

The angel cried out to the One full of grace:* “O chaste Virgin, rejoice!* And again I say, rejoice!* Your Son has risen from the tomb on the third day* and raised 

the dead.”* Let all people rejoice!* Shine, shine, O New Jerusalem,* for the glory of the Lord has risen upon you!* Exalt now and be glad, O Sion!* And you, O 

chaste Mother of God, take delight* in the resurrection of your Son.

(9: 32 - 42) Тими днями сталося, що Петро, обходячи всі 

усюди, прибув і до святих, що мешкали в Лідді. Там він знайшов одного чоловіка, на ім'я Еней, що 

лежав на ліжку вісім років і був паралітик. Петро сказав до нього: "Енею, Ісус Христос тебе 

оздоровляє. Устань і сам постели собі ліжко!'' І вмить той підвівся. І бачили його всі мешканці Лідди 

та Сарону, і навернулися до Господа. Була ж у Яффі одна учениця, на ім'я Тавита, що значить у 

перекладі Дорка (Сарна). Вона була повна добрих діл та милостині, що чинила. I сталося тими 

днями, що вона занедужала й умерла. Обмили її і поклали в горниці. А що Лідда лежить близько 

Яффи, учні, почувши, що Петро там, послали двох чоловіків з просьбою до нього: “Не отягайся 

прийти до нас!'' Петро негайно рушив з ними. I як прийшов, вони його повели наверх у горницю, де 

всі вдови оточили його з плачем, показуючи йому туніки й плащі, що всім вийти з хати, Петро став 

на коліна й почав молитися, а повернувшись до тіла, мовив: “Тавито, встань!'' I та відкрила свої очі 

й, побачивши Петра, сіла. Він же подав їй руку та й підвів її і, прикликавши святих та вдів, поставив 

її живою. Довідалась про це вся Яффа, і багато повірило в Господа. 

Стихи на Алилуя: Милості Твої, Господи, повік оспівуватиму, з роду в рід. Бо сказав Ти: повік миліть 

збудується. 

Євангелія: Від Івана 5: 1 - 15 В той час Ісус прибув до Єрусалиму. А є в Єрусалимі Овеча купіль, що 

зветься по- єврейському Витесда і має п'ять притворів. У них лежала сила недужих, сліпих, кривих, і 

сухих, які чекали, коли зрушиться вода: бо ангел Господній сходив час від часу в купіль і зрушував 

воду, і хто перший по зрушенні води спускався у купіль, видужував, хоч би яка була його недуга. Був 

там один чоловік, що нездужав тридцять вісім років. Побачив Ісус, що він лежить, і, довідавшись, 

що він вже дуже довго нездужає, каже до нього: “Бажаєш видужати?'' Відповідає йому недужий: “Не 

маю нікого, пане, хто б мене спустив у купіль, коли зрушиться вода; бо, коли я туди приходжу, 

інший передо мною сходить.'' Ісус мовить до нього: "Встань, візьми ложе твоє і ходи!'' І відразу 

видужав той чоловік, і взяв своє ложе, і почав ходити. А був то день суботній. Юдеї кажуть тому, що 

видужав: “Таж то субота. Не личить тобі носити ложе.'' Той їм відповів: “Той хто мене оздоровив, 

сказав мені: ‘Візьми твоє ложе і ходи.' ‘‘ Спитали його: "Хто той, що сказав тобі: ‘Візьми твоє ложе і 

ходи?' ‘‘ Але той, що видужав, не знав, хто він, бо Ісус зник у натовпі, що був на тому місці. Потім 

Ісус найшов його у храмі і мовив до нього: “Оце ти видужав, не гріши ж більше, щоб що гірше тобі 

не сталось. Чоловік пішов і оповів юдеям, що то Ісус оздоровив його. 
Ангел звістив Благодатній: “Чиста Діво, радуйся! І знову кажу, радуйся! Твій Син воскрес на третій день із гробу, і мертвих 

воскресив.'' Люди, веселіться! Світися, світися, новий Єрусалиме, слава бо Господня на Тобі засяяла! Радій нині і веселися, Сіоне, а

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Basic Guidelines for Reception of Holy Communion  

You are a member of the Catholic Church; You have participated in the Sacrament of Con-

fession at least during the Easter or Christmas seasons this past year if not more frequent-

ly; You attend Divine Services regularly; Your lifestyle is consistent with the teaching of the 

Catholic Church; You have kept the Liturgical fast – no food at least one hour prior to the 

Divine Liturgy (water and medicine does not break the fast). You have been in church from 

the beginning of the service, or at least heard the Gospel. To the best of your ability, you 

are in the state of Grace. If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy 

Communion, you are welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that 

you would like to receive his blessing. For those who are divorced and living common-law 

the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist cannot be received. You are welcome to come for a 

blessing. (If you are divorced with a Church annulment, and remarried in the Church you 

are more than welcome to receive the Holy Sacraments.)
