Summer is a season we all look forward to — no
school, annual vacation, more sun, more freedom, time
with friends, and maybe a trip to the lake, beach, or
mountains. It’s a time to recharge. But here’s the key
question: Will this summer bring me closer to God or
further away? Vacation doesn’t mean we take a break
from God. In fact, summer can be the perfect time to
grow closer to Him, because our schedule is more
open, and our hearts are ready for rest. God Doesn’t
Take a Vacation from You. He’s with us on the
beach, in the car, at the campsite, in the quiet of nature,
and the joy of family time. He wants to be part of our
summer story — not left behind in a pew. Use the
summer to:

See God in creation: the sunrise, the stars, the water
— all shout God’s beauty. Read the Bible slowly: just
a few minutes a day can plant deep seeds. Go on a
“prayer walk” in nature: talk to God while you walk
or hike. Listen for His voice in the quiet — something
rare during the busy year.

There’s a real danger that summer becomes a time
when we drift from God. No routine, no Sunday Litur-
gy, no prayer — and slowly our hearts get cold.
Jesus Invites You to Rest with Him. Jesus said: “Come
to Me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will
give you rest.” (Matt 11:28) Jesus isn’t just a teacher or
judge — He is the friend of your soul. He wants to
spend time with you this summer. Not to give you
more work, but to give you rest, peace, and purpose.

If for any of these or other reasons
you cannot receive Holy Communion, you are welcome to come for a blessing. Please
indicate to the priest that you would like to receive his blessing. For those who are di-
vorced and living common-law the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist cannot be received. You are
welcome to come for a blessing. (If you are divorced with a Church annulment, and remarried in the Church you are more
than welcome to receive the Holy Sacraments.)
