Holy Fathers of the First 6 Councils
Tropar, tone 5: Let us the faithful acclaim and worship the Word,* co-eternal with the Father and the Spirit,*
and born of the Virgin for our salvation.* For He willed to be lifted up on the cross in the flesh,* to suffer death
and to raise the dead* by His glorious resurrection.
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and for ever and ever. Amen.
Kondak, tone 5: You, my Savior, descended to Hades,* and as the Almighty, You shattered its gates.* With
Yourself You, as the Creator, raised the dead and shattered the sting of death,* and delivered Adam from the
curse, O Lover of Mankind.* And so we cry out: “Save us, O Lord.”
Prokimen, tone 5: You, O Lord, will guard us and will keep us from this generation, and for ever.
Verse: Save me, O Lord, for there is no longer left a just man.
Epistle: A reading from the Epistle to the Hebrews. (13: 7 — 16)
Brothers and Sisters! Remember your leaders who spoke the word of God to you; consider how their lives
ended, and imitate their faith. Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. Do not be carried
away by all kinds of strange teaching. It is good to have our hearts strengthened by the grace of God and
not by foods which are useless to those who take them as a standard for living. We have an altar from
which those who serve the tabernacle have no right to eat. The bodies of the animals whose blood is
brought into the sanctuary by the high priest as a sin offering are burned outside the camp. Therefore Je-
sus died outside the gate, to sanctify the people by his own blood. Let us go to him outside the camp, bear-
ing the insult which he bore. For here we have no lasting city; we are seeking one which is to come.
Through him let us continually offer God a sacrifice of praise, that is, the fruit of lips which acknowledge
his name. Do not neglect good deeds and generosity, God is pleased by sacrifices of that kind.
Alleluia Verses: Your mercies, O Lord, I will sing for ever; from generation to generation I will announce Your
truth with my mouth.
For You have said: Mercy shall be built up for ever; in the heavens Your truth shall be prepared.
Gospel: John 17:1-13
At that time Jesus looked up to heaven and said: ''Father, the hour has come! Give glory to your Son that
your Son may give glory to you, inasmuch as you have given him authority over all mankind, that he may
bestow eternal life on those you gave him. Eternal life is this, to know you, the only true God, and him
whom you have sent, Jesus Christ. I have given you glory on earth by finishing the work you gave me to
do. Do you now, Father, give me glory at your side, a glory I had with you before the world began. I have
made your name known to those you gave me out of the world. These men you gave me were yours; they
have kept your word. Now they realize that all that you gave me comes from you. I entrusted to them the
message you entrusted to me and they received it. They have known that in truth I came from you, they
have believed it was you who sent me. For these I pray -- not for the world but for these you have given me,
for they are really yours. Just as all that belongs to me is yours, so all that belongs to you is mine. It is in
them that I have been glorified. I am in the world no more, but these are in the world as I come to you. O
Father most holy, protect them with your name which you have given me, that they may be one, even as we
are one. As long as I was with them, I guarded them with your name which you gave me. I kept careful
watch, and not one of them was lost, none but him who was destined to be lost -- in fulfillment of Scripture.
Now, however, I come to you; I say all this while I am still in the world that they may share my joy com-
pletely.

The Resolutions of the

of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church
Rome, June 30 — July 10, 2025 A. D.

1. To take into consideration the state
of implementation of the decisions of the
2024 Synod of Bishops of the UGCC.

2. To adopt in the first reading the Title «Social Ministry» of the Code of Canons of the UGCC.

3. To approve the UGCC Pro-Family Policy Strategy.

4. To implement appropriate pastoral care of the family in the conditions of war:

I. At the church-wide level:

To entrust the Patriarchal Commission of the UGCC for Family and Laity Affairs with:

1) developing a program to support priestly families, in cooperation with the Patriarchal Commission of the UGCC for Clergy
Affairs;

2) continuing to conduct educational-practical seminars in eparchies and exarchates regarding the implementation of the
UGCC Pro-Family Policy Strategy, taking into account accumulated experience;

3) holding a scholarly-practical national conference dedicated to pro-family and demographic policy issues in Ukraine;

4) developing a plan to disseminate the teaching of the Catholic Church on the family, in particular using modern means
of communication;

5) systematizing and publishing on the official media platforms of the UGCC existing strategies, programs, and materials
on family ministry.

II. At the eparchial level:

To ask the eparchial bishops to:

1) adapt the UGCC Pro-Family Policy Strategy to the needs and current challenges of local eparchies and exarchates;

2) in accordance with Resolution No. 10 of the 2014 Synod of Bishops of the UGCC, develop — where this has not yet been
done — an Eparchial Program-course for immediate preparation to receive the Sacrament of Matrimony, necessarily covering
the following topics: kerygmatic proclamation on the value and beauty of Christian marriage; the theology of the Sacrament
of Matrimony; psychology of marriage; bioethical aspects of marriage; the gift of fertility and responsible parenthood; canoni-
cal and civil law regarding marriage;

3) establish Family Centers, providing them with appropriate staffing and material resources;

4) in accordance with Resolution No. 10 of the 2014 Synod of Bishops of the UGCC, conduct pro-family themed pilgrimages,
retreats, and seminars to deepen the spiritual life of family members, as well as to foster and popularize family values

8. To give consent to granting church-wide status to the UGCC Commission for Youth Affairs.

9. To give consent to the appointment of the Most Reverend Bishop Bryan Bayda as head of the UGCC Pa-
triarchal Commission for Youth Affairs.

10. To give consent to granting church-wide status to the Council for Evangelization under the Head of the
UGCC.

11. To give consent to the appointment of the Most Reverend Bishop Yosaphat Moschych as head of the
Patriarchal Commission of the UGCC for Evangelization.

12. To give consent to the creation of the 2025 Jubilee Committee. More info here -

On June 30, the working sessions of the Synod
| of Bishops of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic

| Church (UGCC) began at the Ukrainian Pontif-
ical College of St. Josaphat in Rome.

Forty-six bishops from Ukraine, Western and
Central Europe, North and South America, and
Australia have gathered in Rome for the 2025 Synod. Among them are 33 ruling bishops, eight aux-
iliary bishops, and four emeritus bishops.

Guests attending the Synod include Archbishop and Metropolitan Jonas§ Maxim of Presov; Bishops
Theodore Matsapula and Nil Luschak of the Greek Catholic Eparchy of Mukachevo; Fr. Yuriy Ko-
lasa, Vicar General of the Archbishop of Vienna for the Eastern Catholic faithful in Austria; Fr. An-
drés Martinez Esteban, Vicar of the Archbishop of Madrid for Eastern Catholics; Fr. Vasyl Hovera,
Apostolic Administrator for Catholics of the Byzantine Rite in Kazakhstan and Central Asia; and Fr.
Vasyl Kolopelnyk, Vicar General for Ukrainian Greek Catholics in Romania.

The oldest participant in this year’s Synod is 80-year-old Bishop Petro Kryk, retired Apostolic Ex-
arch for Ukrainians of the Byzantine Rite in Germany and Scandinavia. The youngest is 43-year-old
Auxiliary Bishop Mykola Semenyshyn of the Ivano-Frankivsk Archeparchy.

Since last year’s Synod, several personnel changes have taken place. Bishop Teodor Martynyuk

is participating for the first time as Metropolitan of Ternopil-Zboriv, following his enthronement

on December 8, 2024. Bishop Petro Loza is also attending for the first time as the ruling bishop

of the Sokal-Zhovkva Eparchy, having been enthroned on December 1, 2024. Likewise, Bishop
Maksym Ryabukha is attending as a ruling bishop for the first time, following his enthronement

as Exarch of Donetsk on November 21, 2024.

Additionally, the Apostolic Exarchate for Ukrainian Catholics in Italy has a new head. On March 7,
2025, Bishop Hryhoriy Komar, formerly Auxiliary Bishop of the Sambir-Drohobych Eparchy,

was appointed Apostolic Administrator, according to a statement from the Apostolic See.

Another significant event from last year was the elevation of Bishop Mykola Bychok to the College
of Cardinals. On December 7, 2024, during a Consistory of Cardinals at St. Peter’s Basilica in the
Vatican, Pope Francis named him Cardinal-Priest. He currently serves as Bishop of the Eparchy

of Saints Peter and Paul in Melbourne, which ministers to Ukrainian Greek Catholics in Australia,
New Zealand, and Oceania.

The Synod’s first session, held on June 30 and presided over by His Beatitude Sviatoslav, Father and
Head of the UGCC, included opening remarks, the introduction of guests and Synod officials, confir-
mation of a quorum for voting, adoption of the agenda, and scheduling of session days.

You are
welcome to come for a blessing. (If you are divorced with a Church annulment, and remarried in the Church you are more
than welcome to receive the Holy Sacraments.)
