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HEAD OF THE UKRAINIAN GREEK 
CATHOLIC CHURCH IN THE 
205TH WEEK OF THE WAR: NO ONE 
IN THE WORLD HAS EVER FACED SUCH 
A SITUATION BEFORE 

Over the past year, 612 missile strikes and drone 
attacks of various types have nearly completely 
destroyed our power plantsô ability to generate 
energy. This was stated by His Beatitude Sviato-
slav, Father and Head of the Ukrainian Greek 
Catholic Church, in his traditional video address 
during the 205th week of the great war that Rus-
sia is waging against Ukraine. 

The Primate believes that this week has probably 
been one of the most severe since the outbreak 
of the full-scale invasion. ñIt will go down I 
in history as the time when, in the depths 
of winter, with temperatures plummeting 
to minus 20 degrees every night, the Ukrainian 

government declared a state of emergency in the energy sector. The Ukrainian authorities have stated that every 
power plant in our country has been attacked by the 
Russians. They are trying to do everything they can 
to bring Ukraine to the brink of a humanitarian ca-
tastrophe in the midst of the war.ò 

ñIn fact, energy experts say that no one in the world 
has ever faced such a situation before. Given these 
circumstances, our Church is doing everything 
it can to save lives. We have opened a place 
of comfort and light in the Patriarchal Cathedral, 
where Kyiv residents can find warmth, hot meals, 
internet access, and charge their power banks and 
mobile phones, even in the dark. Every day, we try 
to deliver hot meals to places where people suffer 
most from the cold and the inability to cook food,ò 
said His Beatitude Sviatoslav. 

 

The Head of the Church once again thanked Ukrainian energy workers who are doing everything possible 
to deliver much-needed electricity to our homes, which saves lives. 

He noted that due to the lack of electricity, some of our bakeries are unable to bake enough bread to feed peo-
ple. At the same time, he cited statistics from a report by the International Monitoring Mission on Human Rights 
and Civilian Protection: ñIt states that last year was the deadliest since the start of the full-scale invasion. The 
number of civilian casualties increased by 31 percent year-on-year and by 70 percent compared to 2023. In such 
circumstances, we strive to serve God and people so that we do not lack inner Christian resilience.ò 

But despite all the hardships of this week in Kyiv, a truly historic event took place at the Patriarchal Center: 
ñCelebrating the Sunday of the Word of God, we presented the Ukrainian-language edition of the Jerusalem 
Bible. This event was the crowning achievement of more than 20 years of work by biblical scholars, translators, 
and editors who made the modern accomplishments of Catholic biblical science accessible to Ukrainian-
speaking readers. We feel that the Holy Scriptures have become closer to Ukrainian-speaking readers, and 
therefore we have the opportunity to become closer to the Word of God.ò

Dear Parish Family, at our recent parish meeting, we discussed two important pro-

jects that will help improve our worship experience and parish life. 

1. Live Stream Equipment Upgrade For the past five years, we have been 

using a security camera and an amateur camera to live stream our services. As many 

of you have noticed, the video quality is not the best, and the sound often comes with 

a delay. 

To address this, we have decided to upgrade to a proper live-stream camera system. 

The estimated cost for this project is $2,500. If you would like to contribute toward 

this upgrade, your support would be greatly appreciated. 

2. Sound System Update Our parish continues to grow, and we now need more microphones for dea-

cons, priests, cantors, and readers. Unfortunately, some of our existing microphones are no longer working. 

The company we have worked with for many years originally quoted $5,500 to install four new lapel micro-

phones. To reduce costs, we will do much of the work ourselves. We are planning a more modest update of ap-

proximately $2,000, which will allow us to install two additional microphones. Once again, if you are able to 

help support this project, your generosity would be most welcome.

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When Money Is Tight, Am I Morally Obligated to Give to the Church? 
DIFFICULT MORAL QUESTIONS: Catholic teaching holds that the duty to support the Church is real ð but 
always measured according to oneôs ability and responsibilities. 
Q. Iôm trying to understand my moral obligation to contribute financially to the Church. I already give about six 
hours a week by singing in the choir, but my income is limited, and I struggle to cover basic expenses and neces-
sary medical care. I do not have health or dental insurance through my employer and cannot afford to purchase 
coverage on my own. Given my financial situation, is it acceptable not to make monetary contributions at this 
time? ð A., Texas 
A. The Churchôs teaching on financial support is found in the Catechism of the Catholic Church, in the section 
entitled ñThe Precepts of the Church.ò The relevant passage is Paragraph 2043, which states: 
The fifth precept (óYou shall help to provide for the needs of the Churchô) means that the faithful are obliged to 
assist with the material needs of the Church, each according to his own ability. 
I would like to focus especially on the phrase ñeach according to his own ability.ò 
A Qualified Obligation 
The Catechism teaches that the obligation to support the Church is real and, properly understood, absolute ð that 
is, we are never entirely exempt from it. However, the manner and amount of our giving are conditioned by our 
ability.  
Catholic theology has always maintained a clear hierarchy of obligations. Before contributing financially to the 
Church, the faithful must ensure they can meet essential personal and family responsibilities. These include 
providing for oneôs own and oneôs familyôs basic needs and, generally speaking, paying just debts and avoiding 
deeper indebtedness.  
I say ñgenerally speakingò because, given the financial circumstances many people face today, it may be reasona-
ble to live with a certain amount of debt on the expectation that it will be paid off on an appropriate schedule. In 
such cases, a person should not consider himself entirely excused from financially supporting the Church unless he 
is also willing to forgo other non-necessities, such as entertainment, vacations or frequent upgrades to consumer 
goods. 
That said, when contributing financially would require neglecting essential personal or family needs, the obliga-
tion to give monetarily does not bind. No one is morally required to give in a way that would place himself in fi-
nancial hardship. 
Moreover, supporting the Churchôs mission need not take only a monetary form. Service, volunteer work, and 
other forms of non-monetary support can also fulfill the obligation ñto assist with the material needs of the 
Church.ò In many circumstances, the gift of time can be as valuable as the gift of money.  
In addition, regardless of how one supports the Church materially, all the faithful are obliged to provide for her 
spiritual needs through intercessory prayer. 
Applying This to Your Situation 
We can apply these principles to your circumstances. You give several hours each week serving your parish but 
struggle to cover basic living expenses. You have no health or dental insurance and face significant out-of-pocket 
medical costs. In such a case, the conclusion is clear: You are not morally obligated at this time to make specifi-
cally monetary contributions to the Church. 
At the same time, your service already represents a meaningful and proportionate means of supporting the Church. 
Six hours a week is a substantial gift to your parish. If your service as a member of the choir had to be compen-
sated financially, it would constitute a real cost to the parish. In this sense, there is no sharp divide between finan-
cial support and the generous offering of your time and talent. 
Because providing for essential needs is a primary obligation, you are not required to jeopardize your well-being 
or incur additional debt in order to give financially. When your financial situation improves, you should rightly 
revisit the question. But for now, refraining from monetary giving is not a failure of dutyé 
Faithful Catholics are invited to seek Godôs will regarding how, to whom, and how much they should give, while 
honestly taking into account their real circumstances, responsibilities and limits... 
The practice of tithing has deep biblical roots and can serve as a helpful spiritual discipline for those who are able, 
fostering generosity, trust in God, and detachment from material goods. But tithing has never been imposed by the 
Church as a universal requirement. Rather, it functions as a guiding norm that Catholics may freely adopt if they 
are able to do so... 
In our discernment, it is also important to acknowledge and resist the temptation to give less than we are truly 
able. Rationalization and self-interest can easily influence our judgment, which is why Christians must sincerely 
ask the Holy Spirit to guide them ð and, when necessary, to convict them ð so they may be honest about what 
expression of generosity is truly possible.

ñA Short Historical Summary of the Ukrainian Catholics in Canadaò

ñUkrainian immigration to Canada began in 1891. Since most of the Ukrainians in the early stages 
of immigration came from the province of Galicia, then under the Austro-Hungarian Empire, they were all 
Catholics of the Greek Rite. Though the first Ukrainian pioneers in Canada had to struggle for ñtheir daily 
breadò to satisfy their bodily wants, being deeply religious people, they also tried to form a church organiza-
tion, fence a few acres of land for a cemetery, and collect logs for a church building.ò  

 In 1896, the first Ukrainian Catholic priest, the Rev. Father Nestor Dmytriw, came to minister to his 
people. In the following year, 1897, the first Ukrainian Catholic church was built at Star, Alberta. The first 
Ukrainian Catholic church in Manitoba was built in 1898 at Stuartburn. The Manitoba Historical Society 
marked the spot with a cairn on the way to Emerson. That same year, a church was built at Mink River, Mani-
toba, and in 1899, another at Gonor, Manitoba, which stands there to this day. In 1901, the first Ukrainian 
Catholic church was built in Winnipeg at 115 McGregor Street. Today, on the same spot, a beautiful cathe-
dral is nearing completion for the Archdiocese of the Central Exarchate, where His Excellency, Archbishop 
B. V. Ladyka, O.S.B.M., D.D., is the ordinary, and His Excellency, Andrew Roborecky, D.D., the Auxiliary 
Bishop. 

During the first twenty-five years in Canada the Ukrainians underwent a terrific struggle for the 
preservation of their Catholic Faith, and as it seemed, for their very souls. They were in a strange country, 
with no leaders of their own and only a few of their Catholic priests. The Latin Rite was strange to them, as 
was the English language. 

In response to the demands of the Ukrainian Catholic priests in Canada and at the request of the Latin 
Catholic Bishops, Metropolitan of Lviv, Count Andrew Sheptycky, visited Canada in 1910. He travelled wide-
ly throughout the country, visiting his people and gathering information. On his return to Europe, he pre-
pared a ñMemorandum,ò which he sent to the Holy Father in Rome and to the Catholic Hierarchy in Europe 
and Canada. In it, he described the religious and social conditions of the Ukrainian Catholics in Canada 
and made clear that the only way to preserve the Catholic Faith among the Ukrainians in Canada was to 
appoint a Ukrainian Catholic bishop for them. The Latin Catholic Hierarchy of Canada gave their consent to 
this proposition, and on July 15, 1912, His Excellency Bishop Nicetas Budka became the first Ukrainian 
Catholic Bishop of Canada. He came to Winnipeg in December of the same year, where he established his 
Episcopal See. By obtaining Dominion and provincial charters, Bishop Budka secured the legal standing of the 
Ukrainian Catholic Church in Canada. This gave the Catholic and Ukrainian character to the numerous parish-
es being organized throughout Canada.  

The Ukrainian Catholic Diocese of Canada was too large and the work too strenuous for one bishop to 
govern. Therefore, in 1943, the Rev. Nil Savaryn, O.S.B.M., was consecrated in Toronto as Auxiliary Bishop. 
On March 3rd, 1948, a new Decree of the Holy Father was issued for the Ukrainian Catholic Church in 
Canada, and three new exarchates (dioceses) were formed, namely the Central Exarchate with Winnipeg as 
its centre; the Eastern Exarchate with Toronto as its centre; and the Western Exarchate with Edmonton as 
its centre. His Excellency Bishop Ladyka was raised to the dignity of an archbishop. The Auxiliary Bishop N. 
Savaryn was made Bishop of the Western Exarchate, and the Rev. Isidore Borecky was consecrated Bishop of 
the Eastern Exarchate, while the Rev. Andrew Roborecky was consecrated Auxiliary Bishop of the Central 

Exarchate.
